Netincome increased 23.3% to $114.3 million and Adjusted Net Income increased 17.9% to $114.8 million. These increases were
primarily driven by the same factors as Operating Income and Adjusted Operating Income.

EBITDA increased 19.7% to $191.7 million and Adjusted EBITDA increased 17.0% to $191.7 million. These increases were due to the same
factors as Operating Income and Adjusted Operating Income.

Diluted EPS increased to $0.80 from $0.64 and Adjusted Diluted EPS increased to $0.81 from $0.68. The increases were primarily driven
by the same factors as Net Income and Adjusted Net Income, as well as a lower share count in the second quarter of fiscal 2020.

The decrease in operating cash flows was primarily due to a decrease in accounts payable
associated with the timing of vendor payments and increased tax payments, partially offset by collection of our revenue and net income
growth. Free Cash Flow was $206.7 million for the six months ended September 30, 2019 as compared to $234.9 million for the six
months ended September 30, 2018. Free Cash Flow was affected by the same factors affecting cash provided by operating activities,
partially offset by an increase in capital expenditures over the prior year period primarily related to investments in our faci
infrastructure and information technology.
